NP's are licensed independent practitioners who are trained to diagnose and treat illnesses, and can specialize in a wide variety of medical fields: family medicine, geriatric, pediatric, women's health, etc. 
They can prescribe and perform minor surgical procedures, help physicians in seeing patients, and make referrals to other physicians or specialists.
