	Description of Career: Optometrists are trained to check patients for common vision problems and diagnose and treat various eye diseases.  They may educate patients on the health of the eyes and related eye structures for correction. 

Optometrists examine the eyes and other parts of the visual system. They also diagnose and treat visual problems and manage diseases, injuries, and other disorders of the eyes. They prescribe eyeglasses or contact lenses as needed.
