In the primary care setting they can write prescriptions, do minor surgical procedures, help physicians in seeing patients, and make referrals to other specialists. 

PA's can specialize in a variety of medical fields: family medicine, geriatrics, pediatrics, orthopedics, surgery, etc. 
PA's are not licensed independent practitioners.  They are under direct supervision of a licensed physician.
